1. HOURS

· The club will operate during 5 days February Holiday (13-17 February 2012) at the following times: Monday – Friday 0815hrs – 1730hrs (Core 1000 – 1600hrs).                                                                             Some outings may require attendance at an earlier time.

· Children must be in attendance during the core hours.

2. FEES

· Daily rate £21.00 per child/per day

3. VENUE

· Roseburn Primary School, Roseburn Street, Edinburgh

4. PAYMENT in full must be received before Friday 3rd February 2012
5. Only pupils who attend Roseburn Primary are able to attend

6. SICKNESS/ ABSENTEESIM/ HOLIDAYS
